AFFIDAVIT OF BRIAN WALSH. M.D. 
I, Brian Walsh, M.D., hereby depose and state as follows:
1. I am a physician licensed to practice medicine in Massachusetts since 1983. My license remains in full force and
effect.

2.  I treated the Plaintiff, Lynne Millican, from February 2, 1989 until June 1, 1989.

7. I continued Plaintiff on Leuprolide ("Lupron"), a drug that had been initially prescribed by her previous physician to induce a remission of her endometriosis, so that her pain may be relieved, as well as using it as an adjunct for ovulation induction. Lupron was not experimental at that time and, to my knowledge, there were no protocols for the administration of this drug.
8.   During the period of treatment, Plaintiff reported
 symptoms of poor sleep, low energy, and hot flashes.
9. The side effects of Lupron are similar to those experienced during menopause, from my experience and the literature, and the only viable option was to discontinue treatment, which the Plaintiff refused on June 1, 1989.
Plaintiff's response to the drug was typical.
10.  The  addition  of  supplemental  hormones  could  have detracted from the intended efficacy of the Lupron, and have caused her endometriosis pain to recur, based upon my training and literature.  Prior__to_ and, during my treatment of the Plaintiff, I was_not prescribing supplemental hormones to patients on Lupron.
