ANSWERS OP THE DEFENDANT, MICHAEL ALPER, TO THE PLAINTIFF, LYNNE MILLICAN'S INTERROGATORIES (FIRST SET)
Ql.  Please identify yourself fully.
Al.  My name is Michael Alper. I am a physician and my specialty is obstetrics and gynecology. My place of business is Boston IVF, One Brookline Place, Brookline, Massachusetts.

Q13. With regards to your IVF post op note in which you state "poor response ? related to long term Lupron", please describe fully and in complete detail any and all information related to that entry, and state with particularity the effect long term Lupron would have upon an IVF cycle, and set forth the scientific basis upon which you have arrived upon these facts.
A13. During my last visit with the Plaintiff on August 9, 1989, I reviewed the prior IVF cycle. The patient did not respond well to the medication despite a fairly substantial dose of pergonal. Sometimes a poor response such as this is related to an individual's particular sensitivity to Lupron. Lupron can suppress the ovary and make it less responsive to pergonal.
Q14. Please state the number of women who have undergone IVF following a 6 month course of Lupron, and set forth any and all instances of poor response, and identify the means you are using to arrive at your numbers.
A14. OBJECTION OF COUNSEL: This is beyond the scope of permissible discovery under Rules 26 and 33 of the Mass. R. Civ. P. in that it seeks information about matters not related to this case, matters which are irrelevant and immaterial.
Otherwise answering, I do not know.

Q28. Kindly describe fully and in complete detail any and all known and suspected risks of the drug Pergonal and Lupron, and state with particularity any and all communication you relayed to the Plaintiff regarding such risks at any time during your treatment or discussions of treatment.
A28. I do not recall exactly what I discussed with the Plaintiff. The risks are set forth in the Physician's Desk Reference, to which reference is made.
Q29. If you admit to not having informed the Plaintiff of the known and suspected cancer risks associated with fertility drugs, please state with particularity the reasons why this is so.
A29. I do not admit to this.
Q30. Please describe any and all fertility symposiums, seminars, forums, or other means of informational exchange that you attended during the years 1985 through 1989, and for each and every symposium, etc., set forth the dates, locations, subject matter and sponsors, and state with particularity the information known to you regarding a cancer link to fertility drugs at the time of this cause of action.
A30. None that I recall.
